9. Results of studies:

The purpose of the discipline is to study the specialized types of tourism, modern trends of their
development, regions of expansion in Ukraine and in the world.

After having studied the discipline the student must:

know:

— the concept and classification of specialized types of tourism;

— peculiarities of organizing specialized types of tourism;

— the rules of safety in the organization of various types of tours;

— natural, socio-economic, historical and other features of the regions of Ukraine and possibility to
organize specialized tours in them;

— geographic patterns and trends of developing specialized types of tourism in the world.

be able:

— to read a geographical map when organizing tourist routes, to draw up schedules of motion and
graphs of height difference in active tourist trips;

— to analyze the possibilities of developing tourist products of specialized tourism by the example of
separate districts, regions of Ukraine and countries of the world;

— to develop specialized tours and routes: mountain footpaths, cycling tours, speleoexcursions, wine
tours, etc .;

— to organize meals during active tours;

— to organize safety measures and the medical care provision for group members;

— to make use of a certain tourist equipment and teach group members to use it.
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10. Forms of organizing classes: lectures, practical classes, independent work, control measures
(2 modular controls, test).
