Results of studying: On completion of the course the student should know:

* historical origins of modern architectural and design concepts and theories;

* concepts and terminology related to the modern theory of architecture and design;

* typological features of architectural and design theories;

* basic conceptual directions in modern architectural and design practice;

* the content and features of the ideological and artistic positions of leading masters of the modern
world and domestic architecture and design.

As a result of studying the course the student should be able to:

* identify and critically evaluate the nature of ideological and artistic content of various concepts of
architecture and design;

« apply theoretical principles in the design activity for optimal solution of creative tasks;

+ identify goals and ways to create their own formative arsenal of tools in different design terms;

» make informed, rational and original design solutions, based on the gained knowledge and interaction
with the theoretical propositions of related courses forming own view of the creative process.

Form of implementation - classroom teaching.

Content of the course.

Module 1. Basic principles of criticism of contemporary architectural and design theories.

Topic 1. Criticism as a field of architecture and design science. Concepts and terminology of theory
and criticism of architecture. Subject, method and specific of criticism of architectural and design theories.
Functions and main types (typology) of criticism of architectural and design theories.

Topic 2. The European origins of contemporary architectural and design theories. Modern meaning of
approaches to design of architectural environment. Origin of design of architectural environment. Arts and
Crafts Movement. Theoretical base of art nouveau. Theoretical and practical role of Werkbund.

Topic 3. Theoretical conceptions of American architecture and design at the end of 19 — beginning of
20 cent. Conceptions of architecture of USA end of 19 cent- beginning of 20 cent.Chicago school of
architecture. American design Commercialization of design.

Module 2. Theoretical concepts of architecture and design in 1920-1940s.

Topic 4. Synthesis of architecture and design in Europe in interwar period. De Stijl. Bauhaus. Le
Corbusier as main ideologist of modern architecture. CIAM congresses. Charter of Athens.

Topic 5. Theoretical concepts of architecture and design of Russian avant-garde.Theoretical base of
architecture of totalitarian regimes of 1930-1940s.

Topic 9. Quo vadispostmodernismo? (Where goes postmodernism?) The latest trends in conceptual
architecture. Hi-tech. Deconstructivism. Nonlineararchitecture (parametrism).Sustainism

Planned types of educational activities and teaching methods

Studying course "Criticism of modern architectural and design theory" is carried out using information
and illustrative material on the problem. The course includes:

- lectures;

- presentations;

- practical tasks at seminars under the guidance of the teacher;

- self-study learning material using academic and professional literature;

- individual tasks.

During the seminars there are demonstrated examples from architectural and design practices, quotes
from theoretical works, there is the analysis of fragments of works. Individual tasks are aimed to provide
students with skills critical analysis of the literature.

Forms and assessment criteria

1 Current control of students' knowledge on the course involves the systematic evaluation (including
attendance) and the tasks performed as a test on preparedness to seminars.

2. There are modular control test in written from (tests of open and closed forms).

3. Control of independent work carried out for individual tasks - by checking work, timeliness of
performance.

4. Final control of knowledge is in the form of a written exam.
