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The essence, importance and factors determining the spatial economic
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accompanying the provision of transport services to the population by
private carriers are outlined. It is noted that the market of automobile
transport services needs both saturation and renewal with vehicles. The
research shows that this process takes place in Ukraine mainly due to the
import of used cars.

The dynamics of the number of cars imported into Ukraine and their
age during 2019-2022 are given. and brands. It has been proven that
although the age of used cars imported into Ukraine is increasing, they do
not impair traffic safety and nevertheless rejuvenate the domestic car fleet.
The attractiveness of passenger car brands both in the domestic market and
imported from abroad in 2021 is reflected in the population. The level of
provision of cars per 1,000 people in Ukraine and some countries of the
world was analyzed. It is assumed that the low price segment of used cars
makes them available for purchase mainly by the rural population, but the
urban population also has this need. Considering the emergence of a new
phenomenon in the world «new normality», which is illustrated by the
growth of informal employment to a greater extent in the rural population
than in the urban population. This is caused both by the processes of
seasonality of production in agriculture and by the size of enterprises. It is
participation in informal employment that requires spatial mobility of the
population.

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METHODS OF ANALYSIS AND FORECASTING IN THE SYSTEM OF
INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC RELATIONS

The article examines the peculiarities of methods of analysis and
forecasting in the system of international economic relations. Attention is
focused on the fact that global long-term macro forecasts and the
methodology of their implementation still remain largely undeveloped and
require further scientific research.

Speaking about the prognostic and analytical study of trends in the
development of international economic relations, it is worth noting that this
is the main trend that has been followed throughout the 20-th century. The
first predictive and analytical models describing global international
economic development were models built by J. Forrester in the 1970s at the
initiative of the Club of Rome. In the later period, macroeconomic forecasts
of global dynamics were presented by various scientific communities and
organizations such as: divisions of the UN, World Bank Group, Goldman
Sachs, ICEMB PAH etc.

The process of researching global economic indicators led to the need
to apply special diagnostic methods with a system of substantiated
economic indicators when developing macroeconomic forecasts. The
American system of economic indicators became the basis.

As for the main methods used in forecasting in the system of
international economic relations, the following are distinguished: intuitive,
combined, formalized. The main methods of analysis include the following:
predictive extrapolation methods, system-structural methods, associative
methods, anticipatory information methods.

The use of the above-mentioned methods is an important element of
managing the processes of scientific and technical development [4]. The
analysis of innovative technologies and the consequences of their
application requires the availability of relevant reliable information for
making management decisions, starting from the national level to the level
of a separate economic entity. So, for example, companies of international
importance, based on methods of analysis and forecasting, predict the
priority areas of their own scientific research work, carry out planning of

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new product development, make strategic decisions regarding the licensing
of their technologies and the creation of joint ventures.

In addition, it should be emphasized that international rating agencies
have a significant weight when assessing the development prospects of both
the world’'s largest multinational companies and individual national
economies. These are, for example, such agencies as Standard & Poor’s
(S&P), Moody’s, Fitch Ratings.

With their forecasts and assessments, they can influence the financial
situation in one or another region, in one or another country. It should be
noted that their role especially increases during various economic crises
and global problems related, for example, to the repayment of public debt or
the financing of budget expenditures.

The use of methods of analysis and forecasting in solving the most
complex socio-economic problems both at the national and international
level can stimulate strategically oriented thinking, identify likely trends,
opportunities and potential threats. Among the existing development trends
in the system of international economic relations, the application of the
above-mentioned methods can help to identify the factors that are most
likely in the development of any geopolitical situation and can unexpectedly
change the course of events.

(Revised) «Agreed-Upon Procedures Engagements» (ISRS 4400), which
occurred as a result of the revision by the International Auditing and
Assurance Standards Board (IAASB) of the International Standard on Related
Services 4400 «<Engagements to perform agreed-upon procedures regarding
financial information».

The article emphasizes that the updated ISRS 4400 is adapted to
contemporary trends in business environments, providing the opportunity to
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perform agreed-upon procedure engagements that better meet the needs of
users. It also highlights that the revised standard allows practitioners to
offer more flexible solutions, focused on both financial and non-financial
information. This expands the scope of the standard, enabling enterprises to
receive services tailored to their specific requirements. The clear definition
of the scope of the standard provides undeniable opportunities to conduct
agreed-upon procedures regarding non-financial information or non-
financial reporting and to perform tasks in environmental and social areas,
as well as in management reporting and management criteria.

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PROSPECTS FOR TRANSITION TO A CIRCULAR ECONOMY IN UKRAINE
WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF EUROINTEGRATION PROCESSES

The circular economy is a strategy that aims to optimise resource use,
minimise waste and environmental impact. This article analyses the current
literature on circular economy implementation, identifying the key
theoretical foundations, economic and environmental potential, as well as
innovations and challenges associated with its implementation. Examples of
successful transitions to circular models in Europe are discussed, as well as
other aspects, including the involvement of civil society organisations in
increasing the pace of expected change. The analysis shows that, despite the
significant benefits, there are serious challenges and risks that require a
comprehensive approach for the successful implementation of the circular
economy in Ukraine. The analysis showed that the introduction of a circular
economy in Ukraine is a necessary step for the sustainable development of
the country. The circular economy will reduce the burden on natural
resources, reduce waste and pollution, and improve economic stability by
increasing the efficiency of material use. However, there are risks to the
implementation. Among them are the lack of recycling infrastructure, low
public awareness, weak legislative framework, and possible resistance from
some industries. Changes in the economic system, such as the transition to a
circular economy, can be a powerful incentive for civil society organizations,
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encouraging them to take action. These organizations can play an important
role in education, supporting recycling initiatives, and participating in the
development of environmentally responsible solutions, creating positive
changes in society.

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ANTI-CRISIS MANAGEMENT APPROACHES AND RISK FACTOR
ANALYSIS IN RAILWAY TRANSPORT

The rail transport system has several advantages that make this type
of transport unique and critical significant. However, due to the
manifestation of crisis elements, this type of transport can be engulfed in a
large-scale crisis. To prevent crisis risks, clear anti-crisis management is
needed, based on the analysis of the current situation in the industry and the
dynamics of recent years. Anti-crisis management in the rail transportation
system can be both direct and indirect. An exception is the system of
passenger transportation by rail in Romania, where there was an increase in
passenger transportation by rail by 19.2% with a GDP growth of 43%. The
quantitative and qualitative reasons for such phenomena are considered and
the authors offer their vision of a system of anti-crisis measures in both
freight and passenger rail transportation.

Introduction. The efficiency of railway transport is closely
dependent on the factors of the external economic environment, while
being influenced by the internal state of the management system of this
type of transport. A stable management climate is important for railway
transport, which makes anti-crisis management measures particularly
relevant. The most relevant issue in the field of anti-crisis management
is the prevention of crisis phenomena, which is possible with the timely
identification and management of risks. Qualitative characteristics of
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the risk management system and quantitative indicators of the railway
transport system together form the basis of analysis in the crisis
management system. To improve the effectiveness of crisis
management, timely analysis is necessary, which is the element
presented in this study. Crisis phenomena in the economy occur
regularly, and their causes are economic problems and problems
arising in various areas of human activity. Problems of this nature can
include political changes, natural and man-made disasters, and
epidemics. The COVID-19 pandemic was a vivid example of the
emergence of crisis in many spheres of economic activity, and the
railway transport industry was no exception.

Regardless of the geographical location of the country, the level of
development of railway communications, and the skills of managers in
crisis management, this crisis has emerged, and the process of
eliminating the consequences of the crisis in railway transport, both
freight and passenger, is underway. As rail freight and passenger
transport are often treated separately, research lacks a clear view of
the issues that were at the heart of the crisis. Often, the risks arising in
railway transport are explained by the peculiarities of railway
infrastructure, and insufficient attention is paid to crisis management
measures. In this article, railway transport is examined in a
comprehensive way for countries with different geographical locations
and different levels of economic development, which complements
earlier studies by experts in both freight and passenger transport.

Analysis of recent research and publications. To interpret the
nature of the emergence of a crisis, many scholars study the nature of
the emergence of a crisis. In their studies, Olofsson (Olofsson & Zinn,
2018) and Harvey (Harvey, et al., 2021) note that in order to track the
starting point of a crisis, risks arise, for the location of which it is
necessary to systematically analyze economic processes using
available indicators [1; 2]. Researchers such as Ashby (2022) and
Kasperson (2017) point to the nature of the emergence of a crisis as
errors made in management, give relevant examples in their studies
and assess the risk of a crisis as a set of actions or inactions of
managers [3; 4]. Blunden & Thirlwell (2022) in his study of the nature of
crises sees the inadequacy of information and communication products
that allow identifying risks at early stages. Zahidi (2024) considers the
risks of the emergence of crisis phenomena in specific economic
processes as consequences of global risks [5; 6]. In general, all
researchers agree that a crisis can be predicted, identified and
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prevented in a timely manner.

The risks of crisis phenomena as accompanying economic
development are considered by Beghetto & Corazza (2019) and Siebert
(Siebert, 2018), who provide historical examples of identifying and
eliminating crisis phenomena in the process of evolution of economic
doctrine. Chkhaidze et al. (2023) notes that no modern economic activity
is free from the risk of crisis [7; 8].

Fiorito et al. (2022) and Tsounin & Vlachvei (2021), when studying
the methodology of analyzing economic processes and phenomena,
focus their attention on the primary definition of indicators indicating
the likelihood of the manifestation of prerequisites for the emergence of
crisis phenomena [9; 10]. For the constructed mathematical models,
Trachenko et al. (2021) defines indicators characterizing the risk of a
crisis, and Doumeingts & Browne (2016) adds elements of crisis
probability detection technologies [11; 12].

Since transport links are very important for preventing risks in
other sectors of the economy, researchers Dzemydiene et al. (2022) and
Macioszek & Sierpinski (2019) note the importance of timely detection of
crisis phenomena, as well as elimination of the consequences of the
crisis in the transport sector [13; 14].

Despite the great attention to anti-crisis management in the
transport sector, the area of formation of anti-crisis measures in the
field of rail transportation has been poorly studied. In the post-
pandemic period, no studies have been conducted on the impact of
qguantitative indicators of railway passenger and freight transportation
on the main macroeconomic indicators, that is, anti-crisis measures in
railway transport have been studied locally, without generalizations at
the country level.

Objective. This study aims to form an idea of the possibilities of
anti-crisis management in the field of railway transport both in the
management system of passenger and freight transportation. The
consequences of the crisis caused by the COVID-19 pandemic and ways
to eliminate risks are considered. Linear regression is used as a
guantitative indicator to identify the dependence of the gross domestic
product of countries on the performance indicators of railway
transportation. Qualitative characteristics of the impact on the capacity
of railways are also considered. The study is based on the statistical
monitoring of passenger and freight transportation by rail in the USA,
Germany, and Romania from 2014 to 2023.

Results. To conduct the study, countries with different levels of
development and with traditionally established different levels of
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approach to anti-crisis management were selected. The countries
selected were the United States of America, Germany, and Romania.
The selection was made based on the principle of decreasing the length
of railway lines. The study was conducted for the freight transportation
by rail sector and the passenger transportation sector [15-17]. As a
dependent variable in all studies, such a macroeconomic indicator as
gross domestic product was chosen, since this indicator allows us to
assess the dynamics of economic processes. Regression equations
obtained by the least squares method were studied. The applied
package EViews12 was used as a research tool.

Let's consider freight transportation by rail. As an independent
variable for all three countries under study, the number of goods
transported by rail during the year for the period from 2014 to 2023
was chosen. When considering the dependence on the gross domestic
product of countries such as the United States, Germany, and Romania,
decreasing regression equations were obtained, which means that the
crisis phenomena in the railway freight transport system are much
deeper than those caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. Figures 1-3 show

the corresponding regression equations.

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It should be noted that when studying the general trend of freight
transportation, for the specified period the largest absolute decrease in
freight turnover was recorded in Germany (8%), and in the USA and
Romania this decrease was 3.8%. Thus, the general trend towards a
decrease in freight transportation by rail indicates the need to develop a
unified system of anti-crisis measures for the general increase in the
attractiveness of freight transportation by rail [18].

When examining passenger transportation by rail, it was found
that for the USA the dependence of the gross domestic product on the
number of miles traveled by passengers on trains is a decreasing
function, just as in Germany the dependence on the gross domestic
product on the number of passengers transported by rail. Figures 4 and
5 show the graphs of the dependence of the gross domestic product of
these countries on the indicators characterizing passenger traffic by rail
[19].
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Since the US is characterized by a 10.08% decrease in passenger
traffic by rail, the dependence demonstrating a decrease in GDP on the
number of miles traveled is natural and requires innovative solutions to
eliminate the crisis in this industry.

For Germany, during the period under study, there was an
increase in passenger turnover by 10.3%, but at the same time, there is
a negative dynamic in the dependence of GDP on passenger turnover,
which indicates a decrease in the role of passenger rail transportation
in the country’s economy as a whole. Such results were obtained due to
an increase in the number of passengers using rail transport regularly
to cover short distances [20].
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However, for Romania, the dependence of the gross domestic

product on the number of passengers carried by rail was revealed to be

an increasing function, as illustrated in Figure 6.

The explanation for this nature is the high level of absolute GDP
growth, which for the UK was 43.1% over the preservation period, unlike
other countries, since for the USA this value was 35.6% over the
preservation period, and for Germany only 12.8%. In addition to GDP
growth in the UK in the current period, there was an increase in
passenger turnover on rail transport, which was 19.2%. Such an
increase in passenger turnover is the beginning of a comprehensive
anti-crisis program aimed at developing the tourism industry. As a
result, the tourism development program is widely operating, within the
framework of which each employee working in the public sector or a
private company participating in the program has the opportunity to
receive tourist services in the external tourism market during the year.
Thanks to the freely provided marketing services of data, users often
choose rail transport for visiting tourist destinations, which is more
environmentally friendly than road transport. If necessary, tourists rent
out cars during their trips. Thus, the system of anti-crisis measures in
one industry led to the creation of conditions for overcoming the crisis
in the corresponding industry. An example of such a symbiosis of anti-
crisis measures can be implemented in any other conditions, taking into
account the specific situation.

Conclusions. Railway communication has traditionally played an
important role in the development of the economy of countries in
general and their regions in particular. Recently, there has been a
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decline in interest in the implementation of transportation of both
freight and passengers by rail. However, this trend is not rational, it
requires specialists to develop and implement a system of anti-crisis
measures that will revive rail transportation. A study of the dependence
of gross domestic product on the amount of transported goods showed
that in all selected countries, from 2014 to 2023, there was a decline in
freight traffic by rail. The largest decline was observed in Germany and
amounted to 8%, in the USA and Romania this figure was 3.8%. The
decline in Germany is because in recent years the government has not
taken measures to stimulate anti-crisis measures in the system of
freight transportation by rail, but at the same time some government
acts were aimed at regulating road freight transportation. The
disproportion in attention to different modes of transport has led to the
emergence of crisis phenomena in the rail freight system. The decrease
in attention to rail transport in Germany is also caused by the lack of
incentives for small and medium-sized businesses to use this mode of
transport due to the lack of regulation of environmental requirements
for freight transport.

In the United States and Romania, the decline in rail freight
volumes is the result of untimely anti-crisis management on the part of
carriers, since several logistics chains were lost during the pandemic
and their restoration was not carried out on time. In general, the freight
transportation system requires anti-crisis measures aimed at forming
an adapted system of loading and unloading service points, since the
decline in the attractiveness of rail transport among consumers of
transport services is caused by the fact that the railway infrastructure
cannot deliver goods directly to the customer. To eliminate this
phenomenon, which can provoke a wider range of crisis phenomena? It
is necessary to include rail carriers in the system of integrating the
logistics space of both individual territories and more global logistics
entities. The ability to use rail transport for the delivery of complete
cargo will not only increase cargo turnover but also improve the
environmental friendliness of cargo delivery by reducing harmful
emissions when delivering the same goods by road.

Passenger transportation during the pandemic in all the countries
studied showed a decrease in the number of passenger transportation
in 2020 by at least 2 times compared to 2019, in 2021 there was an
increase, but insignificant. In general, during the study period in the
United States, there was a decrease in the number of miles that were
covered by passengers by 10%. One of the ways of an innovative anti-

crisis approach in this case may be the development of tourist
programs in which passenger rail transportation will play a key role. To
attract the attention of passengers to the possibilities of traveling by
rail, special tourist routes can be developed that will be served by high-
comfort trains containing cars of various contents, including the
entertainment industry. Such tourist trains can be used for team
building since they can provide opportunities for intellectual recreation
with visits to historical and natural attractions in the bus accessibility
zone along the route of such tourist trains. In general, passenger rail
transportation has significant potential, however, as research results
show, it requires a comprehensive anti-crisis approach in the
management system of both this type of activity and related industries.

Rail transportation, due to its environmental friendliness, has an
undoubted priority over road transportation. The study showed that the
industry requires intervention to prevent the risk of a large-scale crisis
in the industry. Anti-crisis measures in the rail communication system
have both a material aspect, such as creating additional opportunities
for loading and unloading operations, and a communicative aspect since
the information field does not contain sufficient information about the
advantages of rail transport, as a result of which the demand for rail
transportation falls, both in the freight and passenger transportation
systems. The presented study is an example of compensating for
information deficiency in the field of rail transportation.

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IMPACT OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE TECHNOLOGIES ON THE
PROCESS OF REPRODUCTION OF HUMAN CAPITAL OF THE
ENTERPRISE

The article considers the potential for utilising Al-based HR
technologies in the replication of an enterprise’s human capital, given that
the digitalisation of business processes has been shown to markedly
enhance their efficiency in the contemporary era. It has been established
that the digitalisation of HR processes incorporates the utilisation of mobile
applications, social networks, augmented reality, and other related
technologies. The potential applications of artificial intelligence (Al) in
human capital formation are explored in depth. Al-driven recruiting
platforms, for instance, can scan and analyse CVs and social media profiles
to identify the most suitable candidates. Similarly, Al can "read" facial
features and analyse facial expressions during communication, providing
additional information to inform suitability assessments. These are just a
few of the tools that human resources (HR) professionals can utilise in their
work today.

The article considers the advantages and risks of introducing modern
HR technologies based on artificial intelligence into the practice of Ukrainian
enterprises. Such technologies help to personalise the hiring process,
reduce time and resources, and increase efficiency in performing routine
tasks and working with large amounts of data. However, the digitalisation of
HR processes places additional requirements on the qualifications of HR
specialists — they must have non-specific, cross-functional competencies
based on the technical characteristics of the software and its management
features. In addition, the use of such technologies requires additional funds
for their purchase and maintenance, which not every company can afford.
Therefore, the introduction of Al-based HR technologies into the practice of
reproducing human capital should be based on a thorough analysis of
internal and external factors, research of the advantages and disadvantages
of existing technologies, as well as industry restrictions.

PROCESS OF GREEN TRANSFORMATION IN HEI

The article examines the process of managing the green transformation
in HEl and defines the elements of green management: goals, criteria,
resources, opportunities, and obstacles to achieving the SDG. The World Green
University Ranking 2024 ranks universities based on six key principles: green
education, including leadership, curriculum, innovation, infrastructure, human
capital and community partnerships. The Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, USA, is the leader in the ranking, the University of California,
Berkeley, USA, is in second place the Imperial College of London, Great Britain,
is in third place; on the fourth — University of Toronto, Canada; on 5 — Harvard
University, USA. The main goal of supporting green transformation in the
above-mentioned universities is to promote low-carbon production methods,
that protect natural resources and meet the circular economy approach,
achieve climate and sustainable development goals, and improve resource use
efficiency.

HEls have the potential to stimulate the green transition through
education, research, and the dissemination of best practices to achieve the
SDGs. It was determined that the factors of green transformation at the
organizational, local and national levels influence the formation of ways of
transition to sustainability. The study used a descriptive methodology based on
a review of the relevant literature, to obtain information on the management of
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green transformation and the transition to sustainable development; a
statistical methodology for collecting data on the impact of green transition
practices on sustainable development in universities.

The process of green transformation in HEI is an activity that takes one or
more inputs, transforms and adds value to them, and provides results for the
achievement of the SDGs. Resources for green transformation in HEls:
transformed resources are those that have been transformed and are the
results of the green transition; transformative resources - those used to
implement the green transformation process. Green transformation processes
include: changes in physical characteristics; resource changes; changes in
ownership of materials or information; storage or placement of resources;
changes in the purpose or form of resources. The green transformation of HEls
is consistent with the goals and can be aimed at changing organizational
processes, educational processes, research processes to make them more
flexible, adaptive and efficient, in line with the SDGs.

The results of the study will contribute to the effective green
transformation in higher education institutions, the formation of a green
transformation strategy.

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The article analyzes trends in the development of the agricultural
sector in Ukraine in terms of two main components: crop production and
livestock production. The income received from crop and animal husbandry
was determined and the shared of the country’s total income accounted for
by the leather industry was estimated. It is shown that incomes from crop
production consistently exceeded incomes from livestock production. The
factors that influenced this in general were determined. The impact of the
war on the profitability of agricultural production is taken into account.
Features of plant and animal husbandry are shown. The gross harvest of
crop production by types of agricultural crops in dynamics over 30 years
was analyzed. Basically, there is a positive trend of growth of this indicator.
Exceptions are beets and berry crops. An analysis of the territorial
distribution of income from the sale of plant products was carried out. The
administrative regions of Ukraine characterized by the highest incomes from
crop production have been determined. The following regions-leaders in the
sale of grain crops have been identified: Chernihiv, Poltava, Sumy, Kyiv,
Vinnytsia and Kharkiv regions. The cumulative share of the above-mentioned
regions in the total revenue was 47%. It is shown that only 6 regions form
almost 50% of the income from the sale of plant products in Ukraine,
compared to other regions. Factors affecting such a distribution have been
studied.

In the process of developing a roadmap for the advancement of
Ukraine's educational sector, we conducted a SPACE analysis to
determine the strategic position and assess potential directions for anti-
crisis measures. This approach provided a comprehensive
understanding of the current state of the education system, allowing us
to identify both its strengths and weaknesses, as well as the
opportunities and threats facing the sector. The evaluation of internal
strengths and weaknesses highlighted key aspects such as the high
qualification level of scientific and pedagogical staff, alongside
shortcomings in the integration of modern technologies [1]. These
insights enable targeted efforts to strengthen existing advantages while
addressing identified vulnerabilities, ultimately contributing to the
strategic resilience of the educational system.
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The analysis of the external environment revealed potential
opportunities, such as the expansion of international cooperation, as
well as threats like cybersecurity issues and data protection challenges.
This assessment facilitated the development of strategies that
maximize opportunities while minimizing risks. By evaluating factors
such as strategic aggressiveness, competitiveness, industry strength,
and environmental stability, we were able to identify the most effective
strategic directions to achieve the goals of educational development [2].

Conducting a SPACE analysis provided crucial information for
creating the development roadmap, enabling the establishment of
realistic goals and defining effective pathways to achieve them. This
enhanced the efficiency of crisis management in the educational sector
by clearly identifying priorities and resources necessary for the
implementation of strategic initiatives [3]. Consequently, the SPACE
analysis became a vital step in preparing the roadmap, offering deep
insights into both internal and external factors influencing the education
sector and helping shape strategies for sustainable development and
enhanced competitiveness.

SPACE analysis (Strategic Position and Action Evaluation) is a
methodology used to determine an organization’s strategic position and
develop appropriate strategic recommendations.

The SPACE analysis is based on the evaluation of four key factors:
Financial Strength (FS), Competitive Advantage (CA), Industry
Attractiveness (lA), and Environmental Stability (ES). Each of these
factors is assessed using specific criteria, and the strategic position of
the organization is determined based on this evaluation.

- Financial Strength (FS): This factor assesses the financial stability
and capacity of the organization, including indicators such as
revenue growth, profitability, and financial resources available for
strategic initiatives.

- Competitive Advantage (CA): This evaluates the organization's
competitive positioning in the market, considering aspects like
market share, product differentiation, and operational efficiency.

- Industry Attractiveness (lIA): This reflects the overall appeal of the
sector in which the organization operates, measured by factors
such as market growth potential, technological advancements, and
regulatory environment.

- Environmental Stability (ES): This factor gauges the external
conditions influencing the industry, including economic
fluctuations, political stability, and technological disruptions.
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By systematically assessing each of these factors, the SPACE
analysis determines the most suitable strategic direction for the
organization, whether it should pursue aggressive growth, cautious
stability, or defensive strategies aimed at crisis mitigation and long-
term sustainability [4].

We selected the National University of Water and Environmental
Engineering (NUWEE) as a model for conducting the SPACE analysis due
to its strategic significance in the region and its considerable potential
for development in the context of informational externalities. The
university possesses a robust scientific foundation and is actively
engaged in research related to water management and environmental
engineering, making it unique within Ukraine's educational sector.
Moreover, NUWEE maintains an extensive network of external
connections and partnerships, which creates favorable conditions for
the implementation of innovative strategies and enhances its
competitiveness.

This strategic position, combined with the university’'s expertise
and collaborations, provides a strong basis for applying the SPACE
analysis to assess its current standing and future growth opportunities.
By examining NUWEE through the lens of financial strength, competitive
advantage, industry attractiveness, and environmental stability, we aim
to develop a comprehensive understanding of how it can further
capitalize on its strengths while addressing any vulnerabilities,
ultimately contributing to the development of the educational sector in
Ukraine.

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SOCIAL AND LABOR RELATIONS AS A FACTOR OF THE COUNTRY’S
ATTRACTIVENESS FOR FOREIGN STUDENTS

The scientific work examines social and labor relations as a factor in
the country’s attractiveness for foreign students (on the example of OECD
countries). The indicator of the attractiveness of OECD countries for foreign
students was used as a dependent variable. Nine indicators of social and
labor relations formed a list of independent variables. To study the impact of
indicators of social and labor relations on the attractiveness of the country
for foreign students, the method of correlation analysis was used using the
built-in CORREL function in the Excel software product. The obtained results
of the correlation analysis allow us to state that it is the financial aspect of
social and labor relations that is the most significant when choosing a
country for obtaining higher education. Thus, the value of the correlation
coefficient between the country’s attractiveness indicator for foreign
students and the average annual salary is 0.686 and is statistically
significant. Labor productivity plays an important role in educational
migration processes, as it affects economic, social and professional
conditions. An important factor in attracting students from foreign countries
is the possibility of professional development, which is based on the
investment of employers in the training of employees. Compliance of the
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education system with the needs of the economy is also currently a
significant factor in the attractiveness of the country for foreign students.
The orientation of the education system to the current needs of the economy
creates conditions for the formation of students’ knowledge and skills that
are in demand on the labor market and, accordingly, guarantee future
employment by profession. Thus, the results of the study prove the
importance of social and labor relations for the formation of the
attractiveness of the country for foreign students.

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RISKS OF THE ECONOMIC SECURITY OF THE ENTERPRISE UNDER
DIGITALIZATION CONDITIONS

The article determines that digitalization causes a change in the
organizational structure of any business entity. The relevance of risk
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analysis and forecasting stems from the very goal of digitalization — changes
in the logic of business processes and the transition of a business entity to
risk-oriented management based on the implementation of digital
technologies and big data analysis. Under such circumstances, in addition to
the already classified threats to economic security in the process of
digitalization, new, as yet unidentified threats may arise.

The article outlines external and internal risks in the field of economic
security, which can affect the financial results of the enterprise in the
conditions of digitalization. External risks are described in terms of the
following groups: political, socio-economic and threats to national security.
Internal risks were studied by the following groups: legal, structural,
business entities (organizational) and individuals.

It has been established that the classical approach to the study of
economic security risks does not involve the study of issues related to
digitalization, which is not entirely correct, because the modern realities of
conducting business require a separate allocation of risks associated with it.
Accounting for digital risks is able to change the set of functions of a
business entity and even the architecture of the market.

A ranking of risks in the context of maintaining a stable financial state
of the enterprise is proposed, and we have identified possible risks in the
conditions of digitalization by types of sustainability: economic, technical,
digital, innovative and energy efficiency sustainability.

The use of a risk-oriented approach will improve the efficiency of the
enterprise, maintain a stable position, and minimize errors when making
management decisions.

It is also necessary to note such an aspect as the complexity of state
control over the correctness of tax assessment and the formation of the tax
base in the conditions of digitalization of business, because most of the
flows go into the digital space and do not fall into the field of view of tax
authorities.

It is substantiated that the most important effect, from the point of
view of the coordination of business processes, is the integration of all
management processes into one. It should also be noted that the effect of
digitalization will take place when the use occurs on a macro level. Any
institutional change will cause not only a review of the nature of the process,
but also a transformation of relations between all participants involved in it.

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INTERNET AUCTIONS AS A TOOL FOR INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS
COMMUNICATION

The aim of the article is to analyze the legal and economic aspects of
Internet auction operations and to identify the main challenges facing their
development in the global economy. The article explores Internet auctions
as an emerging form of e-commerce, gaining increasing popularity in the
context of globalization and digital economic transformation. One of the key
advantages of Internet auctions is the reduction of time costs and the
simplification of documentation processes, making them an attractive tool
for both public and private sector transactions. The research presents a
detailed classification of Internet auctions, covering various types based on
participants, legal status, the transparency of bids, and other criteria. It
identifies that Internet auctions can be both public, where bids are visible to
all participants, and private, where bid information is concealed until the
auction ends. Special attention is given to the regulatory aspects of forced
and voluntary Internet auctions, as well as their role in government
procurement and commercial transactions. The article highlights the need
for improving the institutional framework, particularly the development of
new regulatory measures to ensure the efficiency of auctions and prevent
fraudulent activities.

Formulation of the problem. The dynamic development of
e-commerce and digital platforms has revolutionized traditional auction
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practices, leading to the rise of Internet auctions. This type of auction
system offers unique advantages in terms of accessibility, convenience,
and broader participation. However, it also poses challenges related to
regulatory frameworks, data security, and market fairness. The
increasing role of Internet auctions in various business models,
including B2C, C2C, and G2C, raises the need for a comprehensive
analysis of their specific features, legal aspects, and operational risks.
The problem is to understand how the institutional environment and
technological solutions can enhance the efficiency of Internet auctions
while minimizing risks such as fraud, unfair competition, and
transaction failures.

Analysis of recent research and publications

Recent studies have explored the growing influence of Internet
auctions on both national and international trade. Notable research
highlights the integration of electronic payment systems and user
authentication mechanisms, which have significantly improved the
security and transparency of auction transactions (e.g., eBay's Buyer
Protection program). Moreover, scholars emphasize the regulatory
challenges associated with Internet auctions, especially in the context of
cross-border transactions and legal enforcement [1; 2]. Other studies
examine the classification of Internet auctions based on the direction of
price. movements (e.g., English and Dutch auctions), as well as the
differences between public and private online auctions [3; 4]. However,
there is still a gap in the literature regarding the institutional
frameworks that govern these auctions, particularly in the context of
emerging markets.

Formulating the article goals. The main goal of this article is to
analyze the institutional environment of Internet auctions and identify
key factors that influence their development and regulation. The article
aims to provide a classification of Internet auctions, examine their
economic and legal implications, and suggest recommendations for
improving their operational frameworks. Special attention will be paid
to the role of technological innovations and legal reforms in enhancing
the transparency and security of online auction systems.

Outline of the main research material. Online auctions refer to
private Internet commerce, commonly known as C2C (Customer-to-
Customer) or B2C (Business-to-Customer). The seller on an online
auction can also be the government (G2C - Government-to-Customer
model), as was the case when the U.S. Department of the Treasury sold
government bonds through an online auction. Most online auctions
extend the bidding period if a bid is placed shortly before the auction
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ends, allowing other participants to respond. In other words, the final
bid on a lot must remain unchallenged for a certain period and not be
outbid by another participant. The starting price of a lot in online
auctions can either be set by the seller or determined by the buyer.
Additionally, there may be an option to sell the item to the first
participant who offers the starting price set by the seller.

To participate in a large online auction, both sellers and buyers
must be registered in the system. Registration ensures the fulfilment of
the agreement, i.e., the delivery of the goods and the payment for them.
During registration, personal data is collected to identify the buyer and
seller and determine their location in case of disputes. A mandatory
condition for registration is the acceptance of the terms of service,
usually through a public offer, terms of use, or a service agreement. The
public offer includes all essential conditions of the auction, defining the
specific terms of the sale.

Registration and bidding in online auctions are generally free of
charge. A fee may be charged for listing the item or as a percentage of
the sale, or both. The auction end time is pre-set by the seller when the
item is listed for sale. Once the auction is over, the buyer must transfer
the money to the seller using the agreed payment method, typically a
cashless transaction, though cash payments may occur upon receipt of
the item in person. The seller is obligated to send the item to the buyer,
often by mail, and often to any location within the country or worldwide.

According to the public offer, the online auction acts (in most
cases) as an intermediary that provides software for selling a particular
product or service, rather than being a party to the transaction itself.
This allows the auction platform to avoid liability for the quality of the
goods, the information posted about the item, or the fulfilment of the
agreement. For example, the online auction platform eBay offers a
«Buyer Protection» program, under which, in the event that an item is
not delivered or the quality differs from what was stated during the
auction, eBay compensates the buyer for their expenses (up to $2,000),
subsequently recovering the funds from the seller.

A type of online auction includes auctions that are not held entirely
online but accept bids through the internet. This method is used in high-
value auctions where the participant cannot be physically present at the
auction location.

Online auctions can be classified as public or private. Public online
auctions allow participants to view the bidding process throughout the
entire auction, and there are no restrictions on bid amounts. In private
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online auctions, bids are placed only once during a limited time, and
participants do not know the amounts offered by competitors. The bid
amounts and number of bids remain confidential. In another format,
known as a «silent auction», participants’ names remain anonymous,
but information about the highest current bid is available to all.

Recently, there has been a trend toward integrating additional e-
commerce solutions into online auctions, such as payment systems and
user authentication mechanisms.

Key factors driving the development of e-commerce include
reduced business costs and increased competitiveness, especially in the
context of global labour division. Priority areas for the development of
e-commerce are the B2C and C2C segments.

At the current stage of e-commerce development on the Internet,
there are three main forms of e-commerce organization: online stores,
trading platforms, and online auctions. An online auction is a specialized
website that mimics the bidding process of a traditional auction. The
provider of such a system earns revenue through transaction fees and
the sale of software for auction participation [5].

Online auctions are designed to provide every citizen with equal
access to services, information, and knowledge offered through
information and communication technologies. The principle of
accessibility can be realized through the concerted efforts of politicians,
government agencies, businesses, and civil society. Removing barriers
is a key factor in expanding access to the global information
environment and knowledge. Online auctions represent a new form of
government and commercial tenders, replacing traditional auction halls.
These auctions are created for the convenience of participants and,
most importantly, to eliminate corruption. Global trading platforms and
auctions represent a new generation of multipurpose e-commerce
platforms that unite dozens of different types of goods and services for
export-import companies as well as wholesale and retail clients
worldwide.

An online auction (also known as an «Internet auction») is an
auction conducted via the Internet on specialized websites. Unlike
traditional auctions, online auctions are conducted remotely, and
participants can take part without being physically present by placing
bids through an auction website or computer software [6].

E-commerce in the form of online auctions is rapidly developing,
driven by the increasing number of Internet users, the simplicity of
organization, and the ability to use various business models.

Electronic trading on universal exchanges includes the following
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procurement/sales systems [7]:
— Electronic trading exchange system: designed for conducting
electronic exchange auctions and electronic exchange auctions with
product groups by remote users in real-time via Internet communication
channels. It can also be used for electronic public procurement.
— Training trades: conducted under prior agreements. These are a full
analog of real electronic trades, allowing market participants to gain
practical skills in working with the electronic trading system (ETS)
without the risk of losing financial or product resources.

On the day of the electronic auction, auctioneers log into the
electronic trading platform. Cryptographic security measures are
mandatory. Once the auction begins, participants submit their price
offers. During the auction, participants do not know their competitors.
After the auction ends, the winner is required to justify their price to
prevent dumping. Participants who win but fail to provide the required
documentation lose their deposit, and the documentation of the runner-
up is then reviewed.

The participant who offers the lowest price and submits all
necessary documentation earns the right to sign the contract. The
winner must deposit 30% of the contract’s initial value as collateral for
fulfilling the contract. Typically, a bank guarantee is used as contract
performance security. If the goods are not delivered in full or services
are of inadequate quality by the delivery date, the collateral funds are
retained by the customer. Payment to the auction participant is made
only after all acts are signed.

The institutional environment of electronic auctions should be
understood as the formation of qualitative institutions, rules, and norms
for the operation of such auctions, specifically [8]:

1. Parliamentary approval of new rules for the operation of
electronic auctions (laws, regulatory structures, traditions, and value
systems) in response to the dynamic structural transformations shaped
by powerful global digital development.

2. The emergence of institutional entities with legal status and a
new financial infrastructure to formally ensure the implementation of
regulatory functions and adherence to the rules governing electronic
auctions; decentralization of the management system of state finance
institutions both vertically and horizontally (separation of regulatory
and economic functions).

3. The formation of citizens’ attitudes toward financial rules and
financial structures that reflect their consent to the institutional order.
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4. The primary focus of government agencies on ensuring quality
results in the operation of electronic auctions, with the establishment of
rules and procedures that should not excessively limit their tactics for
achieving goals.

To improve the system of Internet auctions, it is advisable to
create a structured classification of auction types based on the most
significant characteristics. The goal of classifying Internet auctions is to
reveal the scope of concepts, identify group characteristics of the
studied objects, and develop general criteria for their identification
(Table).

The significance of this
classification lies in defining
the status of the offeror and
acceptor.

The buyer auction is the most
common. Offers come from the
seller, and participants
compete with their bids
(acceptance) for the lot. In a
double auction, both parties to
the contract are offerors and
acceptors.

By the legal
status of the
seller and
buyer and the
purpose of the
product

1. C2C (consumer-to-consumer)
— Both sellers and buyers are
private individuals not engaged
in business activities.
2. B2C (business-to-consumer)
— A business seller offers goods
for personal use to individual
consumers.

3. B2B (business-to-business) -
Both sellers and buyers are
businesses, and the goods
offered are intended for
business activities.

This classification is important
for determining the means of
protection for violated rights
and jurisdiction of disputes.

Both types have their
advantages and disadvantages.

However,
an open auction exposes the
risk that the offeror might not
receive a good deal as price
equilibrium is  established
through open competition. In
contrast, closed auctions
reduce the risk of collusion
among participants but are less
transparent.

1. Auction with price offer
disclosure (as per Part 18, Art.
19 of the Law of Ukraine on the
Privatization of State and
Municipal Property, 2018) -
Along with their application, the
participant submits their price
offer and pays a deposit
calculated based on their offer.
The auction commission or
electronic system determines
the best offer as the starting
price.

2. Auction without price offer
disclosure — The starting price
is based on market prices for
similar items or services.

In a forced auction, information
about the lot's demand reduces
the organizer’s costs for expert
evaluation, but low demand
could negatively affect the
rights and interests  of
creditors and debtors. In a
voluntary auction, demand
information helps the seller
assess the appropriateness of
auctioning the lot and its
potential value.

By the volition
of the property
transferor

1. Forced auction — The seller is
a  specialized organization
selling property seized from
debtors (the beneficiary is the
creditor).

2. Voluntary auction - The
property owner voluntarily puts
the property up for sale at their
own risk (the beneficiary is the
property owner).

This classification helps
determine the seller’s status in
an Internet auction. In forced
auctions, the sellers are
usually the organizers and
creditors. The seller’s status in
a voluntary auction is defined
by the agreement between the
seller and the property owner
or their authorized
representative. The beneficiary

Participants
buy tickets, and their chances of winning are proportional to the
number of tickets purchased.
2. Vickery (second-price) auction — A direct closed auction where
the winner pays not their highest bid but the second-highest offer.
This system is used by eBay.
3. Yankee (discriminatory) auction — The seller offers several lots,
and buyers submit secret bids. Identical items are sold at different
prices.
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The activities of online auctions are intermediary in nature;
however, the intermediation here is twofold - commercial and
informational, with the informational component predominating. The
primary goal of the auction is to convey information to potential
counterparties and to bring them together. The matter of concluding a
sales agreement and agreeing on its essential terms is left to the
discretion of the parties and is settled without the auction’s
involvement. This explains why the relationship between online auctions
and clients is formalized not by a traditional legal service contract but
by a factual service agreement, as there is no legal representation
involved, only factual intermediation.

Thus, the main advantage of the electronic trading system is time
savings, as well as the minimization and simplification of paperwork. It
is also important to consider the short duration of such procedures and
the cost savings on organization.

Conclusion. Internet auctions are one of the most promising forms
of e-commerce, offering convenience, accessibility, and broad
participation from users worldwide. The primary advantages of online
auctions include time savings, reduced paperwork, and lower
organizational costs. With the rapid development of information and
communication technologies, these platforms are becoming more
secure and transparent, which helps reduce fraud risks and build
greater trust among users. A key feature of Internet auctions is their
dual intermediary role — they serve both commercial and informational
functions, with the emphasis on facilitating information exchange
between counterparties. However, the legal aspects of the sale
agreement are left to the discretion of the parties, providing flexibility in
the auction process. To support the further growth of Internet auctions,
it is essential to improve the institutional framework, particularly in
terms of regulating the legal and economic aspects of these platforms.
Enhancing transparency, efficiency, and security in the auction process
will help attract more participants globally and contribute to the
continued expansion of e-commerce.

The article underscores the necessity of a comprehensive reformation
of strategic development vectors for the national economy, factoring in the
essential qualitative structural changes needed to foster the sustainable
development of Ukraine’s green economy. It highlights key strategic vectors
for economic development that are vital for transformative shifts, including
access to G7 and European Union markets, green investments, the
development of energy infrastructure, and the enhancement of the
agricultural and metallurgical sectors to optimize their production
capacities, alongside advancements in the military-industrial complex and
other areas.

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The article is devoted to a theoretical study of the nature of conflict at
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the enterprise. In the scientific environment, there are a number of
approaches to determining the essence of conflicts, which essentially boil
down to the presence of contradictions between people. Conflict in the
enterprise arises between employees, managers and subordinates (or their
groups), as well as between employees of the organization and «external»
subjects (clients / buyers, suppliers, competitors, etc.). Conflicts cause not
only negative, but also positive consequences in the enterprise (mainly
concerns constructive conflicts). After all, conflicts are a kind of «signal» of
the presence of problems in the organization of business processes, a factor
in the introduction of progressive changes and improvement of work
organization, etc. At the same time, destructive conflicts and constructive
conflicts with significant emotional stress can disorganize the work of the
team, create obstacles in labor and social activity, cause the loss of
resources, etc. Based on the essence of constructive and destructive
conflicts, all causes of conflicts at the enterprise should be divided into
personal (subjective) and situational (objective). The first group of reasons is
related to individual and psychological characteristics of people, and the
second - to deficiencies in the organization of business processes and work.
Conflict management methods at the enterprise should be divided into two
groups: 1) Direct - involve a direct impact on social contacts and possible
conflict situations (based on the application of authority). This group of
methods is represented by administrative-legal and organizational methods.
2) Indirect - involve indirect influence on conflicts based on mediation,
negotiations, psychological influence. This group of methods includes
pedagogical, mediating and socio-psychological tools of influence. Direct
management methods are more significant for solving constructive conflicts
in the enterprise, while indirect — destructive ones.
