* typological features of architectural theories;

* basic conceptual directions in modern architectural practice;

* the content and features of the ideological and artistic positions of leading masters of the modern
world and domestic architecture.

As a result of studying the course the student should be able to:

* identify and critically evaluate the nature of ideological and artistic content of various theoretical
concepts and creative architecture;

* apply theoretical principles in the design of optimal solution for creative tasks;

« identify goals and ways to creation their own formative arsenal of tools in different design terms;

* based on the gained knowledge and interaction with the theoretical propositions of related courses
make informed, rational and original design solutions, forming own view of the creative process.

Form of implementation - classroom teaching.

Content of the course.



Module 1. Basic principles of criticism of contemporary architectural theories.Topic 1. Criticism as a
branch science of architecture. Concepts and terminology of theory and criticism of architecture. Subject,
method and specific of criticism of architectural theories. Functions and main types (typology) of criticism
of architectural theories.

Topic 2. The origins of contemporary architectural and urban theories. Vitruvius treatise "Ten books
about architecture". Architectural Renaissance treatises. Theoretical work baroque and classicism. The
architectural historicism. Urban concepts of nineteenth century Camillo Zitte.

Module 2. Theoretical concepts of architecture and urban planning of the Ist half of the twentieth
century.

Topic 3. Formation of bases of modern architecture at the turn of the centuries. Birth of Modernism.
Functionalism in the writings by L. Sullivan. Futurism by A. Sant 'Elia. Urban Concept by E. Howard
(Garden City) and T. Garnier (Industrial city).

Topic 4. Theoretical concepts of architecture and urban planning in the interwar period. Bauhaus:
innovative concepts. Age of the Soviet avant-garde. The theoretical postulates of Le Corbusier.
CIAMcongresses. Charter ofAthens. Theoretical foundations of the architecture in totalitarian regimes.
Architecture and spatial development of American cities. Organic architecture by FL Wright.

Module 3. Theoretical concepts of architecture and urban planning in 2nd half of the twentieth century
- the beginning of 21* cent.

Topic 5. Concepts of regionalization and internationalization of architecture (50-70-ies XX century.).
The post-war Le Corbusier. Brutalism by P. and A. Smithson. The architectural concept of the US post-war
years, Charles and Ray Eames, L. Mies van der Rohe. Crisis of Modernism and the searching for
alternatives. Architectural utopia in 1960s. Theoretical works byK.Aleksander, K. Frampton, Robert Venturi
and others.

Topic 6. Theoretical foundations of postmodernism in architecture. The work by Charles Jenks "The
Language of Post-Modern architecture" and its subsequent versions. The theoretical and ideological
foundations of postmodernism. Modern postmodernismstyles in architecture. Neomodernizm and late
modernism in the context of the new global style.

Topic 7. The theoretical concepts of modern urban planning. Works by J. Jacobs, K. Lynch.
"Brusselization" in architecture 60-70s. Theoretical concepts by Leon Krier - historical urban design. New
Urbanism and its variants. Works J. Gale.

Topic 8. Conceptual directions in architecture at the turn of the XX and XXlcent. Hi-tech.
Deconstructivism. Nonlinear architecture. The latest trends in conceptual architecture. Quo
vadispostmodernismo? (Where goes postmodernism?)

Planned learning activities and teaching methods

Studying course "Criticism of modern architectural theory" is carried out using information and
illustrative material on the problem. The course includes:

- lectures;

- presentations;

- practical tasks at seminars under the guidance of the teacher;

- self-study learning material using academic and professional literature;

- individual tasks.

During the seminars there are demonstrated examples from architectural practices, quotes from
theoretical works, there is the analysis of fragments of works. Individual tasks are aimed to provide students
with skills critical analysis of the literature.

Method and evaluation criteria.

1 Current control of students' knowledge on the course involves the systematic evaluation (including
attendance) and the tasks performed as a test on preparedness to seminars.

2. There are modular control test in written from (tests of open and closed forms).

3. Control of independent work carried out for individual tasks - by checking work, timeliness of
performance.



4. Final control of knowledge is in the form of a written exam.
